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Dear Visitors,
efore you is the catalogue for an exhibition organised
by the A&A Interior Gallery, presenting some of
the most valuable objects from the rich Stankovic
Collection, which is closely connected with the
maritime tradition of the Bay of Kotor. The Stankovi¢
Collection of artworks and antiquities is the result
of thirty years of dedicated work by Dusan Stankovic, a certified
court expert in antiquities since 2004, whose passion for fine art,
antiques and heritage has shaped this remarkable ensemble.

Since ancient times, the Bay of Kotor and its inhabitants have
been inseparably linked to the sea. Surrounded on the landward
side by steep and rugged mountains, the bay has always been
naturally turned towards the maritime world. From this enduring,
centuries-long dialogue between people and the sea emerged
a rich history and maritime tradition that profoundly shaped
the identity and destiny of the region's population. The objects
presented in this exhibition bear witness to one of the most
intriguing periods in local history and seafaring - the transition
from the 19th to the 20th century — while also evoking some of
the most significant historical events of the area, such as the
photograph of the Montenegrin royal family and their relatives,
taken during the coronation of King Nikola | in 1910 at Cetinje.

The maritime life of Boka began developing at the dawn
of civilisation, dating back to the earliest human settlements
in the region. This is evidenced by the cave drawing of a ship
in Lipci, as well as references to Illyrian pirates in the works
of Roman historians at the turn of the eras. From the Illyrians,
through Greek colonists, the Roman period, the arrival of the
Slavs and up to the golden age of Boka's seafaring from the
17th to the 19th century, the very notion of Boka was virtually
synonymous with the sea.

The transition from the 19th to the 20th century marked a
time of major changes. New technologies and inventions left
a strong imprint on Boka's maritime world. With the arrival of
Austrian — and later Austro-Hungarian - rule, wooden sailing
ships were replaced by steam vessels, and Boka became one of
the most important naval and maritime bases on the Adriatic.
Improved travel routes and more frequent maritime connections
attracted travellers and correspondents from across the world, as
reflected in several objects showcased here.



At the same time, increased military and naval presence
required more precise mapping of the bay, resulting in
representativeexamplesoflate19th-centurymaritimecartography
included in this exhibition. These old maps may well be the most
valuable part of the collection, for they testify to a period of rapid
development and modernisation while also conveying the spirit
of an era in which cartography became essential for navigation.
They are not only relics of maritime heritage but vivid records
of what Boka looked like at the turn of the century: the size and
distribution of its settlements, its much sparser urban fabric and
the contours of its coastline nearly 150 years ago.

Special value isaddedto the collection by an Italian maritime
manual from 1875, as well as old photographs of Dubrovnik and
its fortifications from 1905. Particularly significant are the sheets
from Coronelli's 1/th-century atlas - a globally renowned work
and one of the most celebrated relics of the maritime history of
Venice and its dominions.

The collection also includes French engravings from the
18th century, advertising brochures for outboard motors from
the 1930s and photographs of Yugoslav merchant ships of the
1950s that maintained maritime connections with Boka. A true
highlight of the collection is the blueprint of a motorboat from
1926, commissioned by Count Lukovi¢ and based on the model
registered in the Royal Yugoslav Navy as the "Court Boat of His
Majesty”, used on ceremonial occasions. Although the boat
appears never to have been completed, this does not diminish
the historical significance or appeal of the design.

A particular curiosity in the collection is a set of three
photographs taken during the coronation of King Nikola | in
1910 at Cetinje. These valuable records of Montenegrin history
stand out both because of the occasion - the proclamation
of Montenegro as a kingdom - and because of the prominent
individuals captured in them.

Many of these individuals would soon be swept into the
vortex of historical events that would change the fate of the
world and the lives of millions.

As can be seen from all the above, the collection before you
offers a unique insight into the past of this region and, through
its value, surpasses its geographical boundaries, making it more
than worthy of your attention and interest. It is a rare and precious
opportunity to glimpse, even briefly, the breath of times long gone.
